Take the time to look into what’s happening in Copenhagen, follow the links in this pack and get familiar with Copenhagen. The more you know in advance about what’s happening and when, the more you will get out of it. There are lots of things planned in Copenhagen however with these sorts of activities things are always liable to change – to make the most of your experience research what’s happening beforehand, talk to people and keep abreast of information when you’re there and most importantly look after yourself and be prepared so you can be flexible and adaptable to changing plans and situations.

· If you are coming on your own be sure to swap phone numbers with other people on your train or coach so you can find everyone again.

Food
On the train: vegetarian, organic hot meals will be available on the train but you must order them in advance. The total cost of the train food is 25 euros (payable on the train in euros). This includes lunch and dinner on the outbound journey and dinner on the return journey. If you don’t pre-order by November 27th then you wont be able to eat the food on the train and must bring enough food of your own for the journey. Pre-order your meals on the train by emailing us at Copenhagen@campaigncc.org 
Once in Copenhagen you will find People’s Kitchens will be set up at central spots including: info points; wherever there are big demonstrations taking place; and possibly at your accommodation place. 

The biggest kitchens will be at the Klimaforum, Central Train Station, Folkets in Nørrebro and at Nemoland in Christiania. The food from the kitchens will be healthy, hot, vegan and vegetarian and the cheapest way of eating with meals around 22 Danish Kroner (£2.60).

Eating out in Denmark is expensive, expect to pay 40-50 Danish Krone (£5-£6) for a sandwich. 

Accommodation
Basic accommodation has been arranged for everyone travelling with the Campaign against Climate Change. There will be a charge for accommodation of 20 euros. We cannot tell you where it is yet but we can confirm it will be heated, have shower and toilet facilities and have its own security. 


If you are staying in the accommodation we are arranging we need you to let us know and arrange payment asap. 

If you are arranging your own accommodation you may find the following information useful:

· Crash-space will be available for activists arriving in Copenhagen, just go to an info point and you will be sent to a convergence centre. It is preferable that you tell our friends in Copenhagen that you are coming and require crash space in advance so they have an idea of numbers. Submit the form here 
· Communal accommodation will have heating, electricity, and proper sanitary conditions (but not necessarily showers in all).

· Donations will be very welcome to cover the cost of accommodation.

Info Points and Convergence Centres

There will be a number of info points around the city where you can get information on things ranging from practical stuff relating to demonstrations, food, accommodation, legal information, travel, medical attention etc. listed below are a few of the key info point locations:

· On the Central Station, primarily as an information and “redirection” stand 

· In Råhuset next to one of the communal kitchens by KlimaForum09 nearby the Central Station

· In the convergence center Støberiet on Nørrebro 

· In Christiania, near the communal kitchen 

· On the social center Bolsjefabrikken, The Candy Factory in Copenhagen North-West area 

There will be a number of convergence centers where you can find space to relax but also make practical preparations for your activities and seek medic and trauma support, main convergence centers can be found here:

· The “main” convergence, Støberiet on Blågårds Plads on Nørrebro, which will feature medics, trauma support, legal aid, meeting and social spaces and info point.

· Bolsjefabrikken, The Candy Factory, which is a social center in Copenhagen NW (next to Nørrebro). This will be a more practical center featuring workshop areas with tools and accessories, kitchen, social and meeting spaces and an info point.

· A smaller convergence, Råhuset by KlimaForum09 on Vesterbro. This will primarily feature a social space and info point, also some KlimaForum09 activities and more. It is located next to the main communal kitchen.

· The House of Solidarity on Nørrebro will feature a be-the-media activist centre open for everyone. It’s located very close to the “main” convergence, Støberiet.  

Getting around

The Metro in Copenhagen runs throughout the night and there are links from the Central station (where the Campaign train arrives) to the Bella Center where the UN Talks are to the Klimaforum where the alternative summit is.

You can pre-order a two-day train pass before you get to Copenhagen by emailing copnehagen@campaigncc.org and arranging payment of 9 euros. This pass will be given to you on arrival in Copenhagen. This is by far the cheapest way to travel around the city during your stay.

Cycling is one of the best ways to get around the city, you may find bikes for hire during your stay or for activists to use but because we’re going for such a short time the Metro will probably be the most appropriate method of transport. 
What to bring
· Valid Passport and a photocopy of your passport
· European Health Insurance Card, get one for free via https://www.ehic.org.uk/Internet/home.do
· Danish Kroner (the currency of Denmark, approx. 8.4 Krone to the pound)
· Euros in case you want to buy any food or drink on the journey
· Warm clothes – thermals, gloves, hats, good coat etc. (average temperatures in Denmark in December range from 5-0 degrees Celsius during the day and below zero at night)
· Waterproof footwear and clothing (rain is very common at this time of year, remember you are marching outside, waterproofs are essential)
· Sleeping bag
· Roll mat

· A day rucksack
